Electronic & Print Full-Text Periodicals 

The Periodicals Directory (by Serials Solutions) is a tool that provides access across the library’s many full-
text research databases (& print holdings) to the full-text titles of magazines and journals.  This is a list of full-text 
titles only.  The Research Databases have indexing for many more titles than the full-text titles listed in this database.  
The Periodicals Directory includes an A-to-Z title list, title searching and subject browsing.

Alternately, you can browse the A-Z list of journal titles by 
clicking on the number or alphabet letter of the first word 
of the title. 

HOW  TO  USE  the Periodicals Directory 

SDCC/SCS LIBRARY PUBLICATION summer 2008 

Enter a journal title in part or 
whole into the search box. 

You can also truncate words in 
the title.  This will search for 
journals that have Christian or 
Christianity anywhere in the 
title. 

Click on the drop-down menu, 
select a subject category,  if you 
want to know what full-text 
journals are available by subject. 

The subject headings for that category 
along with the number of titles are 
displayed.  Click on the subject heading 
to go to the list of titles. 

If the number of results is large, a 
series of navigation links will group 
the titles by alphabetical range, e.g., 
Tre-Tyn.

Click on the database name, (you need your 
user ID and Password) to be linked to the 
journal title in the publication file for the 
database.  The file includes a list of the available 
volumes/issues for that title.   



1-CLICK TO ARTICLE 
If the full-text for an article is not available in one 
database, it might be available in another that the library 
subscribes to: 

> Link to full text (ProQuest results list) 

> Check Article Linker for more information (EBSCOhost) 

> Check for full text via 360 Link (ProQuest record) 

> Search for article 
Typically, Article Linker takes you directly (1-click) into the 
article in the other database.

CITATION LINKER 

The Citation Linker is available from Refine or alter 
criteria on the Article Linker results page or through the 
Look up Article on the Periodical Directory results page.   
Look up Article uses the Citation Linker to search for a 
specific article by adding more citation information about 
the article & clicking on the Look Up button. 

FINDING FULL TEXT

different vendor.  Article Linker provides the most accurate, up-to-date results when searching for specific full-text 
items in databases and journals. 

HOW  TO  USE  Article Linker 

The Periodical Directory also lists journals 
available through the Directory of Open Access 
Journals.  The DOAJ covers more than 2,000 free, 

full text, quality controlled scientific and scholarly 
journals.  You can go directly to: http://www.doaj.org/ 

More full text options 
lists all the Research 
Databases the journal 
title appears in. 

Journal Linker links from abstracts 
and indexes the cited journal 
anywhere in your collection. 

Behind the scenes, Article 
Linker automatically links
